I do not propose to talk about the wider aspects of the application, but merely to ensure you are fully informed before the Site Visit. I am the nearest thing you have to an expert on IQW, I worked there for ARC from 1968 to77, and subsequently as an owner tipper driver. An affidavit from me is lodged as LDF evidence. I will attend the site visit, and whilst I am aware of the rules, you are allowed to approach me with questions, which I will be more than happy to answer
I have three major points to make:

1. In para 1.7 of the officer’s report it refers to Damaged and Derelict land. The land is only in this condition because Hanson failed to comply with the restoration conditions in TM/94/155 . This failure has never been subject to enforcement action.

2. Part of that restoration process involved reprocessing the two stockpiles at IQE, and the magazine stockpile at Stangate, and using the hassock to fill the rifle range at IQE, the artesian lake at IQW, and to form the roadbase for the BG Bypass on Celcon Land. Just prior to the Celcon inquiry test bores were carried out on the bypass route and “severe hydrocarbon contamination” was discovered, such that Celcon still face a massive remediation process. It is simply beyond belief that the random distribution of  that hassock carried contamination to Celcon, and not to IQE and IQW.
3. The road through IQW to Stangate is conditioned under TM/82/1138  and TM/94/579 as the sole HGV access. The natural decomposition at Stangate and Kingshill is causing visible subsidence, and will require periodic topping up as well as the final profiling, a process that could take another 10-15 years. Those of you who are gardeners will know how a compost heap shrinks in time, exactly the same as a landfill site. But a landfill site containing 100’s of 1000’s of tonnes of decomposing waste can’t be topped up with a handful of cabbage leaves, each top-up is in itself 1000’s of tonnes, all of which will travel directly through the IQW housing estate. Delaying just 12 houses is simply not a solution.
